Pre- K: 
The pre-k children are quickly settling into the routines of their school day. Teacher Steffeny meets each child as they arrive and after they have found their name tag and placed their name on the big sun, found a hook for coat and tote bag, they select the activity of their choice in the Activity/Drama/Snack room. When Teacher Steffeny rings her bell and says “Stop what you are doing” they meet her on the carpet – learning this transition did not take this group long to learn, and they help each other remember. In the small group time that follows they focus on specific teacher-assigned activities and improve their learning and skills with the guidance of teacher or assisting parent. 
“We’ve been waiting for you to come to this place.” The pre-k children hear this refrain each morning after they have found a place at the edge of the carpet in our Art/Math/Science/Circle Room. While in circle time they are learning everyone’s names, new vocabulary, and that their ideas can be a valuable addition to the group. They have opportunities to wait while others are talking, learn about a specific art project by observing and asking questions, and then plan what their next activity will be. These are important executive functions of the brain that are linked both to being a friend and to student success.
Parents too are settling in to the routines: signing their child in and out, arriving on time to assist and prepare for their role in the classroom, and collecting children, artwork, and handouts at the end of the day.  When you are in the classroom next, be sure to notice the projects on display (our boys and girls alike seem to be interested in writing and art and creative expression), the children’s increasing skillfulness as they work, the variety of group interactions they are engaged in throughout the day, and the increasing kindnesses they offer each other.
